Commuter Cup team makeup-
· Open to all workplaces in <City>.
· Teams can be made up of the entire workplace, departments or divisions. The purpose of the event is to introduce alternative commuting to a broad range of people.  

· Team Categories: This determines who you are competing with. Again, this is a measure of how many total employees there are at the workplace, department or division (whatever the team makeup you choose) and not a measure of how many people will be participating in the event. If a business has a fluctuating number of employees on any given day, encourage them to sign up in the category that averages their employees.

· Mini (2-5 employees) 

· Small (6-24 employees)

· Medium (25-49 employees)

· Large (50 + employees)

What is considered ‘smart commuting’?

· Biking, walking, carpooling, public transit, or any other mode of travel (except driving alone)

· If employees are absent, they are not counted.

· If someone only smart commutes one-way, it counts for ½ of a Smart Commute

Scoring
